twice.

Manjeet Kaur #02690 asked for an update on who will
hold both positions mentioned above by the en d of the
meeting.

Jathedar Harjinder Singh #04904 replied that an update on
the decision made shall be given in the next AGM meeting.

i. Sdr. Khushwant Singh #03241 raised that in the SNSM

constitution, EXCO committee members (excluding princi pal
office bearers) make up 14 members, the proposal is to

change it to 8 committee members and present change to
ROS.

Jathedar Harjinder Singh #04904 responded this is a needed
change as the mindset of youths is different and it is not easy
to keep many people engaged for a long time. Such a change
to the constitution shall be presented to ROS.

iii. Sdr. Soorat Singh #748 recommended that we need more
representation of women in the EXCO, possibly 30%

Jathedar Harjinder Singh #04904 responded that is a go od
recommendation and that currently we have 4 women in the
committe  e.

iv. Sdr. Harnarinder Singh #0408 and Manmohan Singh #0047
pointed out that although total membership is su mmed at
5600, members in benefit amount to only 1342. Suggestion
was given to compare arrears of members to the years
before to show the level of achievement that has been
accomplished.

Gianni Lakhbir Singh #00873 suggested annual membe rs
should not be paying more than RM251.00 and that their
membership be converted to life membership once the
payment amount has been reached, proposal to include this
in the constitution.

Ajit Singh #1475 and Manjeet K #02690 conclud ed the
membership system should be cleaned up as soon as
possible.

v. Sdr. Baldev Singh #4406 implied we should use IT
developments to showcase all SNSM achievements online.

Sdr. Ravinder Singh #10324 answered that enhancemen tsto
the Sabha website are being conducted.

vi. Sdr. Avtar Singh #633 queried about the idea of Malaysia
Sikh Youth Association (MSYA) and suggested for commit tee
members of Rai Singh and Enkaurage to be contacted to
reactivate MSYA.




Sdr. Jasbir Singh #2213 prompted that the Registrar of

Youth (ROY) has granted relaxation of regulations whereby
MSYA can be a parent body independent of SNSM but not
fulfil the requirement of having branches in all states.

Jathedar Harjinder Singh #04904 summarized that
Paramjeet Kaur #10363 is looking into reactivating the

organization and is in contact with Majlis Belia Malay sia
(MBM).

vii. Ravinder Singh #10324 updated that Sdr. Gurcharan Si ngh

i. Sdr. Pevandeep Singh #04421 and Sdr. Jasbir Singh #2213
requested for updates on change of bank signatories an d
account updates.

ii. Sdrni Ravinder Kaur #0248 responded by informing t he floor
that 4 accounts were not mentioned in the previous 54th AGM
2019 -2020 meeting. They were also not in the audited
accounts t not audited. She further mentioned that Sabha
received a letter from Maybank that an account was in danger
in being dormant. She visited the bank to inquire more on
Sabha accounts in Maybank and another bank account was
discovered. At the time of the handover from the previous
exco, 2 of these accounts were not listed in their handover
document and the balance 2 were dormant. Details given.

signatories. Additional signatories were added to this account
from the incoming ex FRV ZLWKRXW UHPRYLQJ
signatories. She has since gotten the previous signatories to
come over to Maybank and transfer all these money in
Maybank saving accounts to Maybank Current account. There
was an additional 4th account not listed in the handover
documents which is a CIMB Lucky Garden branch. There was
RM3000 in this account.

iii. Sdr. Hardeep Singh #3939 elaborated that in 2012, unde rthe

Jathedari of Sdr. Amarjit Singh all bank accounts mentioned

by Ravinder Kaur were present; a majority of which were
opened in the 1990s. This was to overcome the issue of
interbank transfer fees, hence multiple accounts for different
purposes were established. He congratulated Sdrni Ravinder

Kaur on closing most of the accounts as minimal cash flow has

been observed.

Sdrni Ravinder Kaur #0248 queried as to why some of th ese
accounts were not passed on in the handover of SNSM
documents. Jathedar Harjinder Singh #04904 summarized
that it is acknowledged that some accounts were not handed
on due to unforeseen circumstances and it is all taken in good
terms.

iv. Sdr. Khushwant Singh #3241 requested for an explanatio non
the increase in staff allowance.

Sdrni. Ravinder Kaur #0248 answered that the salary claim for
Jaspal Singh from the previous year was included in this report,
thus the increment in staff allowance.

Constitution. He explained that the proposed changes were
suggested upon feedback received from the ROS on their
on-site audit on 3 September 2020.

Full details of the proposed changes were made available to
members as part of the AGM pack.

Both resolutions were accepted unanimously by the
members.

2. Resolution raised by Sdr. Jeswant Singh #1530:
Proposed changes to the SNSM Constitution:

#1 £ The current Clause 15.1 in the SNSM constitution
states that to call for EGM, whenever the Central Committee
so decides or at the request of at least fifteen (15) members
of the SNSM in such cases the purpose for which such
meetings is called shall be considered dissolved

He proposed that the present clause of the constitution be
amended to * 26KDOO EH FDOOHG €&KldriredY
Committee so decides or at the request of at least five (5)

percent members in benefit of the SNSM as at date of
previous AGM or the SNSM in such cases the purpose for

which such meetings is called shall be considered
GLVVROYHG”

Vote was 62 out of 87 members in attendance (at the time
the resolution was deliberated) were in favour of the
proposal

#2 +The current Clause 10.3 of the constitution states that
the Jathedar (President) may be removed from office by a
majority vote at an EGM, called for that purpose. In the
event of his removal the committee shall automatically
resign and a new Jathedar (President) will be elected.

He proposed that the clause be amended WR 3WKH -D
(President) may be removed from office by a majority two-
thirds (2/3) vote at an EGM, called for that purpose. In the




event of his removal the committee shall automatically

Vote was a simple Majority of 55 out of 87 members (at the
time the resolution was deliberated) supported the
proposal.

Other matters

Sale of Titiwangsa SNSM House

Sdr. Malkith Singh #00198 queried if there was a letter off ering
RM5.6 million for Sabha House received and if a purchase were
made was RM4 million kept aside for the Khalsa Land Building Fund ?

Jathedar Harjinder Singh #04904 replied that an offer was received
however the purchase did not follow through.

Paramjeet Singh #407 mentioned that sale of Sabha House should

not be discussed as the letter of intent has expired. Gianni Lakh bir
Singh #00873 agreed with this statement and pointed out th at a
75% agreement of members is required prior to agreement of sale

of any Sabha property.

Sdr. Harnarinder Singh mentioned that a resolution was passed to
sell Sabha House & the Perak Branch house to build funds for Khalsa
Land. This was seconded by Sdr. Khushwant Singh referring to the
2019 AGM report that stated members have given their consensus
for the sale to occur.

Manjeet Kaur #02690 questioned if there was an agreement for
sale, how many members made up the 75% present at the time;
and that if it was too small an amount, it should not be consid ered.

Sdr. Khushwant Singh #3241 pointed out that the SNSM
constitution does not contain a clause specifying sale of properties.
Dr. Harcharanjit Singh #3826 raised that we should include a clause
regarding assets to be sold.

Sdr. Avtar Singh #633 and Sdr. Ajit Singh #1475 concluded that an
Emergency General Meeting (EGM) should be called to determine a

most recent decision about sale of properties. Jathedar Harjinder

Singh agreed and summarized that all assets of SNSM have a large
monetary value, all members should be involved in deciding the ir
fate collectively.

Funds for building of Khalsa Land

Gianni Lakhbir Singh #00873 raised that we need to sell the i dea of
obtaining funds for the Khalsa Land Building Fund by making t eams
and send them across the country. Amanjyot Singh #10351 gave a

suggestion of crowdfunding to develop funds, followed by Sdr.

Baldev Singh #04406 proposing overseas Sanggat support for
funding.
